Planting and Growing with Challenges

Ferns for the New Year

Ferns can symbolize new beginnings in many ways. Some cultures believe that ferns have magical properties and can help people find hidden treasures. Some believe they have medicinal value and can be associated with prosperity, long life, and good luck.
Thus, I thought a deep dive into ferns would be a great way to end 2022, and to cele- brate the beginning of the new year.
Ferns are often prized for their aesthetic appeal because they can add a touch of green- ery and natural beauty to any environment. Some ferns have delicate lacy fronds that create a graceful look, while others have broad bold fronds that give them a more sub- stantial presence. They can be used in a variety of settings, both indoors and outdoors, to add visual interest and can either be used as standalone plants or incorporated into
large displays. Ferns are also prized for their ability to purify the air and improve the overall quality of indoor environments.
If you're looking for indoor container ferns that will be perfect for your home or apart- ment, consider the Boston fern (Nephrolepis exaltata), staghorn fern (Platycerium), bird’s nest fern (Asplenium nidus), maidenhair fern (Asiatum) or button fern (Pellaea rotundifo- lia). It is important to choose a pot that has good drainage and use a well-draining potting mix when growing small indoor ferns. Keep them out of direct sunlight to avoid scorching the fronds.
Did your potted fern freeze during the recent cold snap? You may not be able to save every frozen frond, but if the roots survive, your fern has a chance. Here are some tips to provide the correct care and minimize recovery time. Move your potted fern into a protected cool frost-free area as soon as possible to minimize further damage. Water the potting soil thor- oughly to hydrate the roots and keep out of direct bright sunlight to prevent further dam- age. If you want to check for frost-damaged roots, lay the container on its side and wiggle
the fern loose. Hold it by the root ball and cut off all the frost-damaged roots (black and mushy), and then repot with fresh potting soil. If your roots are black all the way through the fern will not recover.

[image: ]Finally, ferns are inexpensive, eco- friendly, healthy and can provide a quick pick-me-up up during the
winter while we wait to plant out- doors
in spring. Happy New Year and best wishes for a happy and healthy year ahead to all in our gardening family!

Woodland Ferns
Woodland Ferns grow with a great variation in size, texture, color,
spread, shape and year-round inter- est. Most are perennial and they don't propagate by seed, but instead they reproduce via small dots on the underside of the frond called spores, or by layering and attaching the sto- lon on soil, a long fuzzy string like
structure growing from your frond.

Most ferns thrive in shady areas where they can get consistent mois- ture so look to add them in your woodland garden. While many are different shades of green, several ferns can be different colors.

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On December 30, the Biden administration restored Clean Water Act protections from pre-2015 af- ter years of rough legal waters. The new rule, recently announced by the U.S. Environmental Protec- tion Agency and the Army Corps of Engineers, reverses a Trump-era rule that scaled back protec- tions and excluded some critical wetlands and streams from protection.

Whether it is developers looking to construct near a river or a company looking to discharge its waste into a waterway, there are plenty of ways that local actions — like applying for a permit, in these cases — have bits of state and federal water protections baked into everyday work. In Georgia, the legal battle over wetlands protections not only impacts regular development but has centered the federal flip-flopping at the site of the controversial proposed titanium dioxide mine at the Okefe- nokee National Wildlife Refuge.

Current clean water policies find their origins in WOTUS: Waters of the United States. A 2015 Obama administration rule, WOTUS defined what waters can be protected under the Clean Water Act, and the Biden administration's rule looks to set the clock back to before that 2015 decision. The
need for a change came after major upheaval in water protections during the Trump administration. In 2017, the Trump administration started unwinding Clean Water Act protections with the Naviga- ble Waters Protection Rule, which reduced or removed protections from millions of miles of streams and wetlands. It went into effect in 2020.But in August 2021, a federal judge in the United States District Court for Arizona struck down the rule, citing the potential for environmental harm, viola- tions of the 1972 Clean Water Act and hundreds of projects nationwide that went ahead without en- vironmental permitting where it previously would have been required."

"When Congress enacted the (1972) statute, it wanted to protect the aquatic ecosystem: all the streams and wetlands that are necessary to make sure that our rivers, lakes and drinking water sources are safe, and people can fish in them," said Kelly Moser, a senior attorney at the Southern Environmental Law Center (SELC), a regional nonprofit legal organization that employs lawyers, policy experts and community advocates to challenge environmental threats. She said that the rule was based on scientific evidence that waters that may not touch a river still have big environmental impacts, like wetlands that protect communities against flooding, which Trump's rule doesn't ac- count for.
While the new rule will increase and re-solidify watershed protections, an upcoming U.S. Supreme Court decision could dampen, or effectively wipe out, the EPA's new rule. Sackett v. EPA is a case brought from Idaho regarding filling federally protected wetlands near a large lake and the scope of the Clean Water Act that was heard in October by the highest court in the land and will deliver a de- cision this year.
Some worry a conservative-leaning court will deliver a huge blow to the Clean Water Act, just after its 50th anniversary, and that the EPA's new rulemaking was futile. But Moser at the SELC said that putting the EPA rule in place now means the agencies will likely have some room to interpret the decision and the context of their rule. She said that the EPA attorneys have sent a copy of the rule to the U.S. Supreme Court to review and see how the rule is rooted in the text of the Clean Water Act.

There's a bit of irony that the Okefenokee — which in the language of the region's indigenous group, the Muscogee, means "land of the trembling earth" — has its future on shaky legal ground. The changes in federal protections have overlapped directly with the proposed mining project, causing the U.S. Army Corps to deliver and take back federal protections over the summer. But the new rule change won't stymie the contentious development.
Twin Pines Minerals LLC, the company aiming to open the mine, declined to comment for this sto-
ry.

[image: ][image: ]House Bill 71 has been introduced - with bi-partisan
support: The Okefenokee Protection Act
The Okefenokee is one of the greatest remaining natural treasures in the world and holds significant economic, ecological, and cultural value for
the people of Georgia. We cannot risk long-term damage to the swamp for an experimental, unsustainable mining project. Now is the time for state action to protect this national treasure. Opponents of mining near
the Okefenokee want to prevent permanent damage of the swamp’s abil- ity to hold water. Twin Pines officials argue mining will have minimal impacts.
C. Rhett Jackson, professor of water resources at the University of Georgia, described the mining plan as “deeply flawed.” He said mining will make droughts more frequent and severe in the eastern portion of the swamp and increase the probability of wildfires.

Last Fall, we received a request to speak to a garden
club at South Columbia Elementary School and agreed to do
so. Inmeeting the teacher in charge in the garden, it was evi-
dent that there had been a wonderful garden in place that
had become neglected but had great potential. We are fortu-
nate to have teachers lie Dee Mays who are willing to teach
students life skills not included in the curriculum. Of course,
we agreed to help rescue the garden! Here is a picture from
one of our first visits.

We wanted to clean up and restore as much as we could be-
fore attending our first meeting with the 4th and 5th graders. Since
the garden had a wonderful pear tree which was producing a lot of
pears, Kathy and | got together and made pear bread from the fresh
pears. We wanted the students to enjoy eating from their garden.
At our first meeting, we not only enjoyed the pear bread but we also
planted radish seeds and pansies. Our young gardeners all
seemed like naturals in the garden. During our meeting, we dis-
cussed needs for the garden particularly Soil, Water, and Sunlight.
We also talked about each plant's needs being different and that we
should try to provide what was needed.

At a later meeting, we planted our winter garden including lettuces, cabbage, broccoli, cauli-
flower, and kale. After our garden had matured a bit, we did a taste test during a meeting. We had
the children sample store-bought vegetables and then our garden vegetables including raw radish-
es, cooked collards, and a salad with the remainder. Home-grown was the clear winner!
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At one of our meetings we made bird feeders by having our members smear peanut butter
on pine cones and then roll the cones in bird seed. We attached a string for hanging and the chil-
dren took them home to feed the birds in their home garden.

Our last meeting was indoors due to the cold weather and we had a guest speaker, fellow
Gardener, Denny McGurer. Denny had the children start bean seeds prior to the meeting and they
took care of them i their classroom. He brought a wealth of information to our young gardeners.
His talk included information about the importance of bees in the garden, composting, and the role
that worms play in the garden. The guest worms he brought were most welcomed at the meeting.
Denny contributed seeds and plants to the Club which wil be used in the Spring garden. Our mem-
bers were fascinated with the size and many uses of the gourds he brought with him.
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Because we had to clear the garden to prepare for Spring planting, we ate Collard slaw
and honey bread - to celebrate the bees.

Since we began this project, we have cleaned the garden, amended the soil, planted flow-
ers and vegetables, spread mulch, and with a great deal of help from our County Extension
Agent, Tripp Williams, repaired the irrigation system, among other things. To help make all of this
possible, we received a check from lIris Garden Club President Pat Hathaway, a gift from Iris Gar-
den Club, and a check from Augusta Council of Garden Club's President, Rita Hamilton, a dona-
tion from the Council. Al of the Tiger Lilies are most grateful for the support. Rita also attended a
meeting and brought fertiizer to add during our planting.

The mascot for South Columbia Elementary School is the *Tiger” so our members wanted
to become the Tiger Lily Garden Club. We have ordered Tiger Lily bulbs which we plan to plant in
the garden and around the school. Teaching young people the joys and sorrow of gardening (our
winter garden suffered from the temperature drop to 14 degrees) is a very rewarding experience
for the students, for the teacher and for us. If you have an opportunity to assist a school in your
area, jump in. You won't regret it and you just might make a difference in the life of a child.
There's also a good chance YOU will learn something.

back fo the kitchen ‘que?” Newton recalls. “We just always enjoyed stopping there:

Miss Billie was known around town for her style and flair.

“Her home was fabulous. She just had a knack for picking out things that nobody
else would pick out to wear and to have in her home;” Newton said.

Many of the women admired Miss Billie and respected her fashion choices.

“She was the most wonderful lady that you could have ever known. She had style.
She had grace. She was way ahead of her time. She was so talented, a beautiful
person;” said Bonnie McCorkle.

Most who knew Miss Billie knew her as someone who would wear high heels and
colorful dresses, sometimes even animal prints, well into her 90s.

“She still had the guts to dress the way she wanted to dress and I am proud of
her” said McCorkle.

Lucie Wills, another garden club member, has fond memories from her childhood
about Miss Billie as well as knowing her as an adult.

“Miss Billie, when I think about her, she was truly a southern lady all the way
through. Everybody knows she had the poise and style and nobody loves Thomson
more than she did” said Wills.

Wills’ early memories of Miss Billie go back to when she was a child in church.

“I guess she watched me grow up. I sat behind her at church;” said Wills. “I loved
watching her come in with Dr. John because she was always decked out, she was
always perfect””

Later Wills, as an adult, came back home to Thomson after a few years away.
Once again she found herself sitting behind Miss Billie in church, but this time in

the balcony. And when she too joined the garden club, she was able to spend more
good times with Thomas.

Wills points out something that she said most people may not know.

“She went through the Depression and she knew the real value of work” said
‘Wills. “A lot of people if they saw her in her little Mercedes and getting out in her
snazzy clothes, they didn't realize she was such a worker”

In December 0f 2019 Miss Billie left Thomson and moved to Savannah, something
that her son there had wanted her to do for sometime. After her naccina cha wae

But, past their garden club festivities, Newton has other stories to share about
times with her old friend.

Years ago, Newton, Miss Billie, and two other women would get up before
daylight and hit the back roads to Atlanta for a day of shopping. They did that
once or twice a year.

“We always wanted to be there when they opened the door at Rich's;” Newton
said.

Catherine the Great (reign 1762-1796) had major accomplishmentsin
the realm of government, an environment entirely dominated by men
at the time. Women of power and great achievementoften utilized the arts to affirm and
perpetuate their positions in society and to control public perception. Inaddition, they
continuously engaged in the realm of domesticity, which tradition had sanctioned as
appropriate for them. Catherine surpassed the supposed limitations of womanhood while
simultaneously excelling in her feminine role as a homemaker, the mother of all her people.
The empress commissioned some of the most intricately decorated porcelain dishes, which challenged
their creators both technolocally and artstically. For Catherine, apart from displaying great style, this
collection of porcelain was in essence an ntellectual endeavor fueled by erudition and infused with
meanings stemming from the empress's knowledge of history,relgion, literature, and the arts.
Ultimately, Catherine’s efforts et a positive impact on the society of eighteenth-century Russia by
promoting science, an understandingof history, aknowledsge of antiquity anda familarity with the
then current and most advanced liberal political ideas
