The Living Earth Environmental School is 
composed of a minimum of forty hours of 
study of specific units divided into four 
courses of ten hours each that includes a 
two-hour field trip. The courses investigate 
AIR, LAND, and WATER. The units are 
divided into Ecology and Environmental 
Science, Life on Earth and Earth 
Stewardship.  
A multiple-choice examination (open 
book/open note) on the lectures and 
recommended reading is optional. 
Exams must be taken by those who want to 
be certified as an Environmental 
Consultant.
